Activities/Kimberly Mathews
Mathews is one of Skytop’s hidden treasures. Golf
This 18-hole championship golf course, constructed by Robert White, a notable golf architect back in the 1930's has gained a solid reputation among golf afficinadios.  Golf Digest gives the course 4.5 stars while visitors from New York, New Jersey and Pennsylvania play this mountain course for a challenging game, cool breezes and awe-inspiring views of West Mountain. Guests will enjoy natural elevations not to exceed 80 feet, (a rare characteristic among the courses in the Pocono Mountains as this eliminates hillside fairways) fragrant gardens, and sensasinal seasonal views of  West Mountain Range.

Meetings
Located in the northeast U.S. only two-hours from midtown Manhattan or downtown Philadelphia Skytop provides national and start-up companies alike with the ideal meeting destination.  The resort is well equipped to handle incentive trips, corporate team building meetings or über-meetings for CEO’s to CFO’s.
